Rootstein Hopkins 2011/2012 Doctoral Bursary

Archives

The Graduate School of CCW (Camberwell College of Arts, Chelsea College of Art and Design and Wimbledon College of Art) seek proposals, from Home and EU candidates based in the UK, for a doctoral bursary which undertakes to explore   relationships between banking and art as revealed through the holdings of the Baring Archive. 
The Baring Archive comprises the business papers of Baring Brothers & Co and is one of the most comprehensive archives of a financial institution in the world, containing material of national and international significance dating from the founding of the firm in 1762 to its acquisition by ING in 1995. It also includes an extensive collection of art works and artefacts, including clocks, model ships and ceramics.  
A recent collaborative project between CCW and The Baring Archive, The Currency of Art, involved a group of artists producing new work in response to material in the archive. This project raised questions about the fluctuating notion of ‘value’ both in banking and the arts.  It is expected that the doctoral candidate will undertake a historical and theoretical approach to the archive to expand this research.  In addition the successful candidate will be expected to assist with future curatorial projects related to The Currency of Art.

How banks have engaged with art

How contemporary art practice engages with banking
